Following the commencement of the partnership,

one of the cath labs was not functioning due to ageing,
unreliable equipment and superceded replacement parts.
Philips proposed and installed an interim solution to
enable the Trust to use the lab whilst a full replacement
programme was being undertaken, incorporating a
Philips Zenition C Arm system.
